Mission Repor t ~ February 13-March 4, 2006 ~ 60 Baptisms 
A team of 12 Americans:  Jerry O. Davidson, Fairhope, AL; Jerry 
Jenkins and Steve Brown, Birmingham, AL; Tom and Dianne Mu-
sick, and Jimmy Simmons, Glencoe, AL; Gene and Carolyn John-
son, Decatur, AL; Jerry Brantley, Flomaton, AL; John Langham, 
Bay Minette, AL; Charles Willis, Opp, AL; and Roger Comstock, 
Bridgeport, AL;  2 Trinidadians and 25 Guyanese brethren com-
prised our February Mission Team. The entire group worked in 
Lethem for two days, where Jerry Jenkins was the main speaker for 
the 10 day campaign.  

On Thursday, two teams boarded two large army trucks loaded with sup-
plies of Bibles, tracts, food, water and camping supplies and went to 
Sand Creek Village, which is a three hour trip through the savannah 
trail.  We set up camp in the yard of the community center compound, 
using our small tents.  Our cooks used a room in the community center 
for the kitchen.  This village doesn’t have any electricity or running water  
We began going throughout the village passing out brochures advertising 
the services at night. The next morning, we met the headmaster of the 
school, Mr. Winston Pulgsy.  He invited our team to attend the joint as-
sembly of the Sand Creek Primary School giving me the opportunity to 
teach the boys and girls a Bible story and invite them and their parents to 
attend the services at night during the campaign.  Brothers Roger Com-
staock and Kenneth Mohammed did the preaching at Sand Creek. 

On Saturday, Jerry Brantley, Jerry Davidson,  John Langham, and Charles Willis, along with several Guyanese 
brethren left Sand Creek on a four hour trip to Awarewaunau Village.  We were greeted by several of the new 
Christians who were baptized in October, 2005. We set up our tents under a large mango tree inside the school 
compound.  Our cooks prepared breakfast and dinner each day.  We are fortunate to have these Christian women 
serve as our cooks each time we go into the interior. This village doesn’ t have electricity or running water. When 
we arrived in Awarewaunau, we were asked to participate in the funeral of a man named Peter Ignacio whose body 
had been flown into the village for burial.  Our team sang songs while some local men constructed a casket on site.
